• Small recorder (about 2 credit cards) – Note and Note Pro
• Also has a small microphone looking recorder

• Record meetings
• Link to app on phone, tablet or computer 

• Sync between
• Record calls
• Attach to back of phone – magsafe

• Transcribe information
• Identify speakers
• Create mindmaps and other tools

• Reusable Paper Notebooks/Planners/Flashcards
• Different styles (Core, Fusion, Wave)

• Uses Frixion Pens
• Erasable

• Upload notes
• And then clean off and reuse paper

• Different means for different products

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LiveScribe Echo II Pen 

• Take notes and record audio at the same time
• Audio is linked to notes

• Time and location
• Companion App – Pairs with the Pen
• Store notes – instant 
• Handwriting to Text
• Searchable

• Utilized specialized paper and notebooks
• Looks like it is being discontinued and moved to a new product….(inq)
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Other Devices, Apps and Software

• AudioNote - Windows, Mac, Android, iOS

• Allows user to record audio and link notes to audio time stamps for 
easier review

• Can attach photos and other media

• Noteability - Mac and iOS only

• Same as AudioNote specifically for Mac (mostly)

• Otter AI – free and paid versions

• Transcriptions with searchable notes

• Remarkable

• Portable paper like tablet device with online tools for notes
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Other Devices, Apps and Software

• Evernote, Google Keep, Microsoft OneNote – good for notetaking and 
storing other thoughts

• Built-in Notes Apps

• iOS and Android versions

• Can use stylus, Apple Pencil and others to take notes

• Digital Recorders

• Different models with different features

• Systems?
