Assistive technology (AT) is any item,
piece of equipment, software
program, or product system that is
used to increase, maintain, or
improve the functional capabilities of
persons with disabilities. (ATIA, 2025)
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Types of AT

« Low-tech, such as picture communication boards
« High-tech, such as eye gaze AAC

- Hardware, such as mounting, prosthetics, or
positioning devices

- Computer hardware, such as special switches,
keyboards, or pointer devices
