511 IAC 7-36-7: Instructional curricula, materials, equipment, and assistive 
technology devices and services

(k) The public agency shall provide instructional materials and equipment and 
assistive technology devices and services, as defined in 511 IAC 7-32-7 and 511 IAC 
7-32-8, which are specified in the student’s IEP. 

On a case-by-case basis, the use of school-purchased assistive technology devices 
in a student’s home or in other settings is required if the student’s CCC 

determines that the student needs access to those devices in order to receive a 
free appropriate public education.

Present Levels of Academic Achievement and Functional Performance

Concerns of the parent: Reduced opportunities to engage with in-depth 
learning activities. Decreased confidence, motivation during writing homework. 

Past use of AT: Does not currently use AT, has used a pencil grip in the past.

Current Accommodations: Teacher dictation, extra time

Present Level of Performance: DiƵculties of motor coordination, 
proprioception, and balancing writing utensils; noted left-handedness

(including items testing reading comprehension)

Goals

Goal statement: Ben will use an augmentative and alternative 
communication (AAC) device to request preferred items or activities 
independently, using appropriate vocabulary, with 90% accuracy, before the 
end of the school year. 

Specially Designed Instruction: Ben will receive direct support from the 
speech therapist to target age-appropriate language skills that will increase 
interaction and participation in language based activities.
